Maritime Terminology  
 

Cockpit  

Another interesting word  

is òCockpitó.  It was first  

used around 1587 to  

literally mean òa pit for  

fighting cocksó.  It  

began to be used in a nauti -  

cal sense around 1700 referring to the mid-

shipmenõs compartment below decks.  In the 

Royal Navy, the term referred to the area 

where the coxswain was stationed.   It later 

began to be used to refer to the area toward 

the stern of small -decked vessels where the 

rudder controls are housed.    

 

It has also been used to refer to the location 

of the shipõs surgeon during naval battles.  In 

some usage, cockpit also meant sick bay.
